
















































































Customers are unwilling to take replacement supplies at
double or triple the expected rate, leaving GAIL with the
task of rearranging the available pool among buyers as
much as possible. Indian consumers are also responding
with demand adjustment.

Refiners, generators, petrochemicals and other
manufacturers are cutting down on gas consumption and
switching to alternative fuels such as naphtha, fuel oil,
LPG and coal. LNG imports fell 10 per cent in June over
last year, as per official data.

Reliance Industries, Shell and Torrent Power didn’t import
LNG in June compared with combined imports of 281
million metric standard cubic metres in the same month
last year.

Supplies from other long-term suppliers such as Qatar, US
and Australia are being received as per contracts,
executives said.

Lok Sabha passes bill to promote
non-fossil fuels

A bill seeking to mandate the use of non-fossil energy
sources such as biomass, ethanol and green hydrogen
was passed by the Lok Sabha on 8" August, 2022.

Piloting the Energy Conservation (Amendment) Bill, 2022,
Power Minister R K Singh said “this is the bill for the
future,” and urged the members to approve it.

The bill was later passed by the House after rejecting
amendments moved by some Opposition members. The
Minister said the renewable energy capacity addition in
the country was fastest in the world. The Bill provides for
penalties for violations by industrial units or vessels, and
on manufacturers if a vehicle fails to comply with fuel
consumption norms.

“With the passage of time, and in the context of the
energy transition with special focus on the promotion of
new and renewable energy and National Green Hydrogen
Mission, a need has arisen to further amend the said Act
to facilitate the achievement of ‘Panchamrit’ as five nectar
elements presented by India in Conference of Parties -26
in Glasgow last year,” the Statement of Objects and
Reasons of the Bill said.

The amendments also seek to promote renewable energy
and the development of a domestic carbon market to
battle climate change. It also seeks to introduce new
concepts such as carbon trading and mandate the use of
non-fossil sources to ensure faster decarbonisation of the
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Indian economy and help achieve sustainable
development goals in line with the Paris Agreement.

Industries convey fears over power
tariff hike to TNERC

MADURALI: Industrialists, especially from the micro and
smallscale industries the region is known for, have
conveyed their anguish over the proposed power tariff
revision to Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission
which held a public hearing on the matter on Thursday.
They said the sector has been trying to return to pre-
Covid times with all its might but is facing one hurdle
after another, the recent one being the power tariff hike.

Madurai District Tiny & Small Scale Industries
Association (Maditssia) president M S Sampath said
charges have been proposed to be hiked from 350 to 600
per KVA for HT industries. An industrialist with HT power
supply may have to shell out 6 lakh a month for 1,000
KVA against the present rate of 3.5 lakh a month. Besides,
fixed charges for LT industries have been proposed to be
revised from 35 per KW to 100 per KW for 0 — 50 KW,
325 per KW for 50 — 100 KW and 600 per KW for 100 KW
and above. If an LT supply industrialist consumes 112
KW a month, he/she may have to shell out 67,200 a
month against the present 3,920 a month. Besides, peak
hour restrictions for all industries have been increased
from 6 hours to 8 hours which is one-third of the day. LT
category industries for the first time are brought under
this peak hour restrictions and peak hour tariff of 25%.
“Such steep hike in electricity charges will be unbearable
for the MSME,” he told the commission.

TN Chamber of Commerce and Industry president N
Jegatheesan said the proposed hike will not only destroy
existing industries but will thwart any new ventures.
Individuals and industries are not responsible for the
losses of the electricity board due to its own
mismanagement.

Vasanthan representing Sivakasi Plastic Manufacturers
Association said the pandemic has reduced owners into
operators of their own machines to save on labour cost.
“The plastic industry won’t be able to cope with this
proposed revision,” he said. Subramanian, representing
Federation of Power Loom Owners Associations, said the
industry has been recording loss in four of the last six
years due to many factors including the pandemic. There
are 6 lakh power looms in the state and 30 lakh workers
depend on the industry, he said.
